December 10, 2017 2nd Sunday of Advent 
"People of the whole Judean countryside and all the in-
habitants of Jerusalem were going out to him." John the 
Baptist commanded quite a crowd. What was the attrac-
tion? Was it his unusual appearance-clothed in camel's 
hair? Perhaps it was his bizarre eating habits-feeding on 
locusts and wild honey. Or maybe people were captivat-
ed by the Baptist's remarkable humility in the face of 
such huge popularity-"I am not worthy." 
Unlike our modern fascination with standing in the pres-
ence of superstars, the crowds who flocked to John 
weren't looking for a thrill. They weren't lining up for 
autographs. They were lining up for baptism. And they 
were acknowledging their sins at the same time. John 
was proclaiming "a baptism of repentance for the for-
giveness of sins." And people came because they were 
longing to experience the freedom of that forgiveness. 
John called them to conversion. To convert means to 
turn, in this case to turn away from sin. And the crowds 
were anxious to do so in order to "prepare the way of the 
Lord." For these first-century Jews, the imminent ap-
proach of the Messiah came with a call for conversion 
and they took this call very seriously. 
Now, for us, as twenty-first century Christians, the 
Church, like John the Baptist, calls us to prepare and 
repent during this season of Advent. Will we take the call 
seriously? Will we examine the areas of our lives that 
need to change? Will we pray for God's help to overcome 
our habitual sin and to make choices based on generosity 
instead of selfishness? Now is the time to heed the mes-
sage. Now is the time to "prepare the way of the Lord, 
make straight his paths."

Juan el Bautista no fue tentado a vivir bajo las normas munda-
nas. £l sab²a qui®n ven²a despu®s de ®l y ®l no ten²a miedo de 
expresarlo. El proclam· un bautismo en el Esp²ritu Santo aut®n-
tico, un bautismo que todos compartimos. En este bautismo, no 
solo estamos llamados a ser practicantes del Stewardship con 
los regalos provenientes de Dios, sino que tenemos la esperanza 
de ser encontrados, òsin manchas e impurezasó al final de nues-
tro tiempo. La temporada de Adviento, es un tiempo para refle-
xionar acerca de nuestras promesas bautismales, de limpiar 
nuestras impurezas y de esperar la venida del Salvador, quien 
ya se encuentra entre nosotros.    
 

2Ü Domingo de Adviento 
Si reflexionamos, nos daremos cuenta de que la vida es 
una constante preparaci·n -los padres se preparan para 
recibir a sus hijos, los hijos se preparan para terminar sus 
estudios, los atletas se preparan para ser campeones y 
recibir trofeos- y as² podr²amos hacer una larga lista de 
todo lo se prepara cada d²a de la existencia, y quiz§ no 
terminar²amos de enumerar las cosas.

Voz del que clama en el desierto: 'Preparen el 
camino del Se¶or, enderecen sus senderos'" (Mc 1, 2-3). 
Quiz§ la pregunta que surge ante estas lecturas es àcu§l 
es el camino del Se¶or? La respuesta es sencilla. Con-
versi·n a una vida de santidad y devoci·n, de arrepenti-
miento y perd·n, una vida de escuchar al otro y arreglar 
las cosas en di§logo. £ste es el grito de Juan Bautista en 
este Segundo Domingo de Adviento. Nos recuerda llevar 
una vida de bautizados con la certeza de que el Esp²ritu 
de Dios est§ ya en nosotros. Hacemos bien en preparar 
las cosas terrenas para llevar una vida digna. Pero el Ad-
viento nos recuerda que hay que preparar las cosas de 
Dios con dedicaci·n, con una actitud de esfuerzo, de 
gozosa espera. La invitaci·n es preparar primero el cora-
z·n para que florezcan los frutos del bautismo. Luego, 
preparemos lo secundario -los regalos, las luces y la 
comida. áEso es enderezar el sendero! Encontrar un cielo 
nuevo y una tierra nueva en lo que preparamos. Recorde-
mos que la fe mueve monta¶as. Por esta raz·n, el Ad-
viento es preparaci·n.
